N E W S  F R O M  T H E  H I W A Y  T H E A T R E  
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T H E  S C R E E N W R I T E R  

It’s been almost two years since a group of con-
cerned citizens and local business owners 
banned together formed a non-profit corporation 
and brought The Hiway Theatre Inc into exis-
tence.  For many, it was the return of an old 
friend; a place where many childhood hours were 
spent, where perhaps a first kiss was experi-
enced, a place where magic illuminated the 
screen and filled the air. 

Since reopening as The Hiway, over 24 thought    
provoking films have been shown, 16 monthly 
film discussions held and nearly 900 members 
brought into the picture.  But, much more is in 
store.  Originally built in 1913 the theatre is in 
need of a major renovation to return it to its for-
mer glory with lush seating and gentle lighting yet 
adopting state of the art visual and sound sys-
tems.  Slated for reconstruction to begin January 
2006 the plans include a fundamental change in 

the lobby to improve the flow of traffic and comfort.  
The theatre will also be ADA compliant.  Truly, a 
unique cinematic experience is about to be created 
right here in our community! 

The budget for this capital improvement project is 
$2.2 million, of that nearly $1.4 has already been 
raised through grants and private donations but 
that’s just the beginning. The balance will be raised 
through a capital fund raising effort: Reel to Real! 
Beautiful naming opportunities exist in the project - a 
wonderful way to remember a loved one who ad-
mired and enjoyed The Hiway last century or to be 
recognized not only as a passionate film lover but 
also a supporter of community and culture.  

It’s important to remember that the theater is not a 
for profit business and we rely on the support of area 
residents, businesses and organizations.  If your

We’re often asked what our 
next movie will be or when a 
movie will change.  Believe it 
or not we don’t always know 
the answers!  Here’s some 
insight on how this some-
times crazy business works.  
Getting a movie depends on 
a print being available (there 
are a limited number of prints 
of a particular film), whether  
a nearby theatre wants to 
show it (a studio will not want 
the same movie playing 2 

blocks from each other) and 
if we can move our current 
movie.  If a movie is doing 
well, the studio will require us 
to continue showing it.  Usu-
ally, by the last week of a 
film, everyone has seen it 
and we are ready to move it, 
but we often don’t have the 
say so.    

We also don’t want to lock 
ourselves into certain movies 
too early.  A movie may not 

do as well as expected and 
with one screen we can’t 
afford movies that bomb!   

We try to remain flexible to 
provide  you with the best  
films.  We appreciate your 
recommendations and use 
your suggestions in our deci-
sion making.  Please feel free 
to suggest films but also re-
member that there are a lot 
of factors involved and we 
are doing our best for you!
